IDENTIFIED RISKS AND HAZARDS

Hazards that may arise when operating the portable circular saw include:

· moving and rotating parts (blades and bits, tool disintegration)

· movement of the workpiece

· inhalation of dust particles

· electrocution from power faults, faulty equipment or incorrect use

· ejection of waste materials from cutting blades
PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY
· Examine the power cord, extension lead, plugs, sockets and power outlet for damage.
· Check the guard carefully to determine that it will operate properly and perform its intended function. 
· Inspect the workpiece to ensure that there aren't any items which might damage the cutting blade or cause injury to the operator.

· Don't use the circular saw in damp or wet locations. 
· Secure and support the workpiece using clamps or bench vices.

· Hold the circular saw firmly to prevent loss of control which could cause personal injury.
OPERATING SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
· Don’t over reach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times.

· Keep the power cord away from the cutting area and position it so that it is not caught on the workpiece during the cutting operation.

· It is important to hold the circular saw with steady and even force in order to obtain a uniform cut.

· Do not reach underneath the work while the blade is rotating. Do not attempt to remove cut material when the blade is moving. 
· Large panels must be supported to minimise the risk of the blade pinching and kickback. 

· Don't remove the saw from the work piece during a cut while the blade is moving.
